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Broadcast “On The Air” Like A Real DJ!

Important: Please save this instruction sheet. 
It contains valuable product information.           

Battery Safety Information:
• Only adults should install and replace batteries.
• We recommend you use alkaline batteries. 

Rechargeable batteries may affect performance.
• Do not recharge non-rechargeable batteries.
• Remove dead or exhausted batteries.
• Insert batteries correctly. Match positive and negative signs.
• Do not place anything across the battery terminals.
• Only use the batteries specified.
• Do not mix alkaline, standard (carbon-zinc), 

or rechargeable (nickel-cadmium) batteries.
• Do not mix old and new batteries.
• Do not dispose of batteries in a fire; they may explode.

Attention Adults -- To Replace Batteries
Radio DJ Studio requires four AA batteries (not included).
• Use a small Phillips head screwdriver to loosen screw in the 
   battery compartment door on the back of the toy (Figure A)
NOTE: Screw will not detach from battery compartment door.
• Place batteries in the compartment as shown. (Figure B)
• Replace battery compartment door and tighten screw.
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Broadcast Setup
1. Connect the Ground Wire to something metallic 
   (a cookie sheet is ideal!)
2. Turn on the Radio DJ Studio by rotating the 
   On / Off / Volume Control clockwise until you hear a click. 
   (Figure 1) Power is on when On Air Sign lights.
3. Unwind the Antenna.
DJ Tip: For best reception, hang the antenna 
over a table edge or place it on top of a metal object. 
The higher the antenna is, the better!
4. Turn on your radio and tune it to 1610AM
5. Set the Microphone / Sound Effects Volume control 
   to about halfway, and speak into the microphone.
6. If you don’t immediately hear your voice on your radio, 
   you may have to move the Radio DJ Studio closer 
   or fine-tune your radio to a little over or under 1610AM. 
   Also, try rotating the Radio DJ Studio until you hear 
   your voice clearly. (Figure 2)
7. You’re now broadcasting live and on the air!

Broadcasting Music On Tape
1. Turn on the Radio DJ Studio, and tune your radio to 1610AM 
   (or listen on the supplied speaker)
2. Lift the tape deck door and insert a cassette as shown. (Figure 3). 
   Close the door.
DJ Tip: A 60-minute tape or shorter works best!
3. Press the Play button.
4. Turn the Volume Control clockwise until 
   you hear the music on your radio
5. To fast-forward your tape, press the FF button
DJ Tip: To rewind a tape, press Stop and remove the tape. 
Flip it over, re-insert it, and press the FF button. 
Press Stop when the tape stops winding. 
Remove the tape, flip it over again, re-insert, and press Play.

Broadcasting Sound Effects
1. While you are playing a tape or talking 
   into the microphone press one of the 
   four Sound Effects buttons (Figure 4).
2. Change the sound effect volume by sliding 
   the Microphone / Effects Volume control up or down.

Broadcasting Music On CD
1. Turn on the Radio DJ Studio, and tune your radio to 1610AM 
   (or listen on the supplied speaker)
2. Plug in one end of the Audio Patch Cord into 
   the Radio DJ Studio accessory jack (Figure 5).
3. Plug the other end into the headphone or output jack of your CD player.
4. Press play on your CD player.
5. Adjust the volume with Radio DJ Studio Volume Control OR 
   by using the volume control on your CD player.
DJ Tip: Do not play your CD player and Radio DJ tape player 
at the same volume (the sound will become confused and hard to hear). 
Instead, use each volume control to fade the sounds in and out.

Troubleshooting
Help! I have fast-forwarded my cassette in order to hear the other side, 
but the FF button remains pushed in.
a) Radio DJ Studio’s tape player does not have an automatic fast-forward shutoff. 
    After the tape has stopped, push the Stop button and remove the tape.
Help! I can’t close the cassette door after the tape is inserted.
a) Make sure the tape is positioned within the door brackets and not jammed. 
    Push the tape in until it stops, and close the cassette door firmly.
b) Make sure the Play button is not pushed in. If it is, push Stop to 
    return the play head to the normal position
Help! My CD player skips and jumps when the Radio DJ Studio is attached.
a) Make sure that the Radio DJ Studio Ground Wire is clipped to something metallic.
b) Move the Radio DJ Studio as far from the CD player as possible.
