
Keep track of your money!

Important: Please save this instruction sheet. 
It contains valuable product information.           

Attention Adults -- To Install Batteries
Requires five (5 X 1.5V) "AA" batteries (LR6) (not included).
1. Use a small Phillips head screwdriver to loosen the screw 

in the battery compartment door on the back of the toy (Fig A). 
NOTE: Screw will not detach from battery compartment door 

2. Unclip the door.
3. Place batteries in the compartment as shown.
4. Press RESET button to reset the program.  Account balance will not change.
5. Replace battery compartment door and tighten screw.

To Set or Change Your PIN Number
Note: The default PIN code is 1-2-3-4.
1. Insert your ATM card into the slot with the holes pointing down (Fig 1).
2. The auto teller will ask you to enter your PIN code. 

Press and hold keys 1 and 2 until the screen reads, "Reset PIN." (Fig 2).  
3. Enter a new four-digit PIN code, and then press the "e" key.
4. Enter your new PIN code again to confirm. Press the "e" key.
5. The ATM Safe will restart.

To Turn On the ATM Safe
1. Insert your ATM card into the slot with the holes pointing down (Fig 1).
2. The auto teller will ask you to enter your PIN code. 

Enter your four-digit PIN code, and then press the "e" key.
3. If PIN is correct, the talking auto teller will say, "PIN number accepted." 

The screen will display your current balance.
4. If PIN is incorrect, the talking auto teller will ask you to enter it again.
5. If you enter the wrong PIN 3 times, the ATM SAFE will 

shut down.  Remove your ATM card and start again at step 1.  

Coins
• Insert coins into the coin slot one at a time (Fig 3).
• Coins are counted and sorted automatically. 
Savings Tip: Watch the screen to see your savings add up!
• To withdraw coins, open the coin dispenser and press the green button below the coin you need (Fig 4).
• As coins drop from the chute they are automatically deducted from your account.
• Press coin dispenser buttons slowly and all the way in for the best results.

Bills and Personal Checks
• To deposit a bill or check, insert it into the automatic bill feeder (Fig 5).
• The talking auto teller will ask you to enter the deposit amount.
• Use the keypad to enter amount and press the "e" key. 

This figure will be added to your account.  Use the + key to add cents.
• To withdraw bills or checks, press green button closest to the bill holder.  

The bill holder will open (Fig 6).
• Remove the bills you require, and then enter the amount using the keypad. 

Press the "e" key and the money will be deducted from your account.  Use 
the - key to subtract cents.

Storage Drawer  
Savings Tip: Use the storage drawer to hold extra money or other valuables! (Fig 7).
• To add money held in the storage drawer to your account, press the "+" key. 

The talking auto teller will ask you to enter the deposit amount.
• Use keypad to enter amount and then press the "e" key.
• To deduct money held in the storage drawer from your account, press the "-" key. 

The talking auto teller will ask you to enter the withdrawal amount.
• Use keypad to enter amount and then press the "e" key.
• Close the drawer when finished. The drawer will lock when ATM card is removed.

To Turn Off the ATM Safe
• Make sure the storage drawer and bill and coin dispensers are securely closed.
• Remove your ATM card.
• The talking auto teller will say, "Goodbye."

Troubleshooting Guide!
To Reset Account To Zero:
Turn on the ATM Safe by inserting your ATM card into the slot and entering your PIN code.

• Press and hold the 1, 2, and 3 keys (Fig 8).
• The display will read, "Reset to zero?"
• Release the 1, 2, and 3 keys and then press the "e" key.
  If the electronic functions of ATM Safe stops working, open the battery door 
  (see instructions "To Install Batteries") and locate the RESET button above the batteries.  
  Press once to reset.  Note:  Account balance will not reset to zero.
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If Coins Get Jammed
Occasionally, bent or foreign coins may jam inside the coin chute. To remove them:
• Locate the clear access panel on the rear of the ATM safe. 
• Use a small Phillips head screwdriver to loosen the two screws.  Remove the panel.

Remove the stuck coins.  If necessary, turn the ATM Safe upside down making sure 
to eject all coins, empty the storage drawer and bill holder first.

• After the jammed coins are removed, replace the access panel.
  If a coin tube is filled, added coins may stay on top of the coin stack.  Tilt ATM Safe 

forward slightly until excess coins fall into the overflow tray.

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In you lose the ATM card:
• Locate the secret access hole on rear of the ATM Safe, to the right of the clear access panel (Fig 9).
• Insert a Phillips head screwdriver with a thin shaft through the secret access hole, guiding the screwdriver 

tip to the top of the switch in the area shown in Figure 9.
• Hold the ATM Safe firmly and push upward on the handle of the screwdriver.  The tip will push the switch down.
• If done correctly, the talking auto teller will say, "Welcome to the Room Gear ATM.  Enter PIN number."  

DO NOT ENTER YOUR PIN CODE.
• Holding the switch down, open the bill dispenser and storage drawer and eject all coins.
  Remove the screwdriver and the ATM Safe will switch off and lock all functions.
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Battery Safety Information:
• Only adults should install and replace batteries.
• We recommend you use alkaline batteries. 
  Do not recharge non-rechargeable batteries.
• Remove dead or exhausted batteries.
• Insert batteries correctly.  Match positive and negative signs.
• Only use the batteries specified.
• Do not mix alkaline, standard (carbon-zinc), 

or rechargeable (nickel-cadmium) batteries.
• Do not mix old and new batteries.
• Do not dispose of batteries in a fire; they may explode.
• Dispose of batteries safely.
  Do not use rechargeable batteries.
Only the batteries of the same or equivalent type
recommended to be used.
The supply terminals are not to be short circuited.
