ATTENTION ADULTS:  TO REPLACE BATTERIES
Requires one (1 X 9V) 9-volt (6LR31) battery for the remote-control unit and 
three (3 X 1.5V) "AAA" (LR3) batteries for LIGHTS OFF Receiver (not included).
NOTE: Screws will not detach from battery compartment doors.
LIGHTS OFF RECEIVER
¥ Use a small Phillips head screwdriver to loosen the screw in the 
  battery compartment door on the back of the toy.  Remove the door. 
¥ Insert new batteries into the compartment as shown (Fig A).
¥ Replace battery compartment door and tighten screw.
LIGHTS OFF REMOTE CONTROL 
¥ Use a small Phillips head screwdriver to loosen the screw on the 
  battery compartment door.  Remove the door. 
¥ Snap the battery clip onto battery and place inside compartment (Fig B)
¥ Replace battery compartment door and tighten screw.

Operate Lights Off
1. Flick the On / Off switch to turn the Lights Off Receiver on.  
2. Press the Remote Control button.
3. Watch your light turn on!
4. Press the Remote Control button again to turn the light off.
H ip T ip: Use the Manual Act ivat ion but ton on the Lights Off Receiver  
to swit ch your  light  on without  using the remote cont rol.

TO ATTACH LIGHTS OFF RECEIVER TO YOUR LIGHT SW ITCH
Hip Tip: Get  an adult  t o help you.
  The Lights Off Receiver fits over standard 4-1/2Ó tall switch plates.  Make sure the 
  Lights Off Receiver fits onto your light's switch plate before you fix it in place! 
  Use the gauge located at the right edge of this instruction sheet to check the size of your switch plate. 
  If itÕs not this size, you may have to replace it!
  Spray a small amount of window cleaner onto a cloth and wipe down the light's 
  switch plate. Let it dry thoroughly. 
Safety T ip: Do NOT spray cleaner  direct ly onto the light  swit ch!

2.  Center and hold the Lights Off Receiver against the light switch plate at an angle, with the brace 
(the plastic ledge sticking out the back of the receiver) resting against the top edge of the switch plate. (Fig 1)  
3.  If you are happy with the Lights Off ReceiverÕs position, remove and peel the protective strip from
the fasteners on the back of the receiver (Fig 3).
4.  Just as you did in Step 3, hold the Lights Off Receiver against the light switch with the brace 
resting against the top edge of the switch plate.  Carefully rotate down and press the Receiver firmly against the 
switch plate. (Figure 4)
5.  Remove the Lights Off Receiver.  Press down on each fastener to attach them securely to the switch plate.
6.  Place the Lights Off Receiver onto the switch plate and press firmly until you hear it snap into position.

1.  Make sure that the lever in the back in the Lights Off Receiver (Fig 2) is in the same position 
(up or down) as your light switch toggle.  If it is not, flick the light switch to the correct position.

Hip T ip: See Figure 5 to check which sor t  of light  swit ch you have.

To at tach to a toggle swit ch:

2.  Center and hold the Lights Off Receiver against the light switch plate at an angle, with the brace 
(the plastic ledge sticking out the back of the receiver) resting against the top edge of the switch plate. (Fig 1)  
3.  If you are happy with the Lights Off ReceiverÕs position, remove and peel the protective strip from
the fasteners on the back of the receiver (Fig 3).
4.  Just as you did in Step 3, hold the Lights Off Receiver against the light switch with the brace 
resting against the top edge of the switch plate.  Carefully rotate down and press the Receiver firmly against the 
switch plate. (Figure 4)
5.  Remove the Lights Off Receiver.  Press down on each fastener to attach them securely to the switch plate.
6.  Place the Lights Off Receiver onto the switch plate and press firmly until you hear it snap into position.
7.  Rocker switches vary in height (Fig  ) and it might be necessary to use the spacer included.
8.  Attach Lights Off Receiver to the light switch.  Press the manual activation button and note whether 
the lights tourn on and off.
9.  If not, remove Lights Off Receiver and place spacer in lever as shown (Fig  ).  Replace and try again.
10. If lights do not turn on and off, remove Lights Off Receiver and place spacer in lever as shown (Fig  ).
11. Replace Lights Off Receiver and lights should go on and off this time!  

1.  Make sure that the lever in the back in the Lights Off Receiver (Fig 2) is in the same position 
(up or down) as your light switch rocker.  If it is not, flick the light switch to the correct position.
