To Set the Alarm

1. Press the MODE button twice. The darm digits will blink and the G\ L Osymbol will appear to indicate you are in darm mode.
2. Press the HR button repeatedly to set the hour you would like the hour to sound.

Note: The CPMOsymbol will indicate afternoon and evening hours. No symbol will indicate morning hours.

3. Press MIN repeatedly until the correct number of minutes is shown.
