TURNING SOUND OFF AND ON
When you press NEW GAME and see the Welcome message, press the BACK button to turn the 
sound off. Press again to turn sound back on.

CARRY LOOP
Pull open the CARRY LOOP and use it to hang WHAT’S YOUR DESTINY from your purse, backpack 
or belt.

ATTENTION ADULTS: TO REPLACE BATTERIES           
1. Use a small Phillips head screwdriver to loosen the screw on

3. Place 3 fresh, new batteries in compartment with “+” sides 

facing up as shown.
4. Replace battery cover and tighten screw.

HOW TO PLAY 

1. To turn unit on, press NEW GAME. (Unit will shut off automatically after a 
few minutes if no controls are touched.) You will see:

W e l c o m e !  Y o u r  D e s t i n y   I s   W a i t i n g  .  .  . P i c k  1 s t  C a t e g o r y

 Then:

H O M E

2. HOME is the first CATEGORY on the list. Turn the SELECTOR WHEEL with your 
thumb to scroll to the first CATEGORY you want, then press GO.

3. You will see:

P i c k  4  .  .  .

4. Spin the wheel to scroll to the CHOICE you want, then press GO. The CHOICE 
you have made will be highlighted. Repeat this step to make 4 CHOICES.

5. When you make your 4th CHOICE, the highlight will blink, indicating you have 
completed all your CHOICES in this category. You will see:

G o  t o   k e e p ,  B a c k  t o  c h a n g e .

6. Press GO to keep your CHOICES and pick the next CATEGORY. 

7. Press BACK to go back to change your CHOICES. To un-select a CHOICE you 
have already made, scroll to it and press GO. The highlight will disappear, 
and you can pick another CHOICE.

8. Continue picking CATEGORIES and CHOICES until you have completed 4 
CATEGORIES. You will see:

D o n e !  G o  t o  k e e p ,  B a c k  t o  c h a n g e .

9. Press GO. You will see:

S p i n  t h e  W h e e l  t o  S e e  Y o u r  D e s t i n y !

10. Spin the wheel and the fortune-teller will start the process of predicting 
your future. The tension builds! When it’s done, you will see:

Y o u r  F u t u r e  i s  S e t !

11. Your fortune will now scroll by (You will marry a jock, etc.) and repeat until 
you press NEW GAME to start over.

TIP: While picking CATEGORIES or CHOICES, you can skip any displays and go 
directly to the lists without waiting, by pressing GO.

ENTERING YOUR OWN NAMES IN THE “LOVE” CATEGORY

1. You can enter your own names for up to 3 CHOICES in the “LOVE” CATEGORY. 
Scroll down until you see:

[ A d d  Y o u r  O w n ]

2. Press GO. You will see:

S p i n   t o   P i c k  L e t t e r s .  P i c k  O K   W h e n   D o n e .

3. Spin the wheel and press GO to fill in letters in the blanks. 

• Press BACK to backspace and change a letter.

• Scroll to the empty space and press GO to leave a blank space 
between words in your entry (to enter someone’s first and last 
names, for example). 

4. Scroll to “OK” when you have finished entering each name and press GO. 
Then spin to make another CHOICE.

 QUICK PICK

To see your fortune INSTANTLY without having to make any picks, press 
QUICK PICK, then spin the wheel. 

• If you have already picked some CATEGORIES and CHOICES, but not 
all, pressing QUICK PICK will keep your picks, plus others the unit 
will make by itself, and immediately start to tell your fortune.
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
